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Exploring Kawarimono A (more than a
single colour or Moyomono)
Part 1 The black and white Karasugol

Kate McGill-Andrews

Introduction

Kawarimono or Kawarigoi is an enormous
‘catch-all’ group of non-metallic koi with several
recognisable sub-categories, the single colours
(Kawarimono B)—discussed previously—and the
multi-coloured varieties of which the Karasugoi
form another useful and easily recognisable sub-
group of Kawarimono A (photo 1). Kin-gin-rin
examples also occur within the Karasugoi, but
remember, they are classified for show purposes
as Kin-Gin-Rin B (photo 2).

Basic appreciation requirements

for multi-patterned Kawarimono
Beyond the obvious requirement of an excellent
shape (including a broad head, smooth lines along
the flanks with the widest part of the body at the
shoulders and leading to a well-muscled tail area or
peduncle (compare photos 1 and 2 with 3 and 4)),
appreciation points for multi-patterned Kararimono
are a little more complex. We have patterns to

contend with, although these can vary widely,
within the Karasugoi, from the simple white fin tips
of a Hajiro (photo 5) to the fully reticulated black
and white Sumiagashi (photo 6).

Karasugoi are basically black koi, beginning
with the Crow koi included with Kawarimono B
since it has no white at all. Other Karasugoi are
named according to position and extent of white
patterns plus whether they are fully scaled (wagoi)
or doitsu (a maximum of two scale rows along the
dorsal and a single row along each lateral line).

Skin quality is always the next most
important appreciation point, not easily
described. Black skin (sumi) should be coal black,
lustrous and shiny (photo 7), with no visible
scalation. White (shiroji) is expected to be snow
white, wherever it appears (photo 8). If red (hi)
is present, again it should look as if it has been
thickly painted onto the koi.

Patterns for the Karasugoi can be very
variable but the basic requirement of clear pattern
edges applies to all, especially trailing edges of
the pattern on a fully scaled koi and all edges on
doitsu koi.

Looking at individual Karasugoi
(1) Hajiro

The simplest patterned Karasugoi (see photo 5),
in a way it would seem fairer to include this
koi with the single colours since only fin tips
carry another colour (white) and in a show a
Hajiro would have to be quite spectacular as to

shape and quality to successfully compete with

a Karasugoi carrying more interesting patterns,
for example, a Matsukawabake. Underbellies of
Hajiro may be shaded to white or red in some
cases. The black skin must look incredibly deep
and lustrous on a superbly shaped koi with neat
white fins and tail. A good quality, huge Hajiro is
something very special and rarely seen.

(2) Hagashiro

Essentially a Hajiro with additional white on the
head only therefore the same appreciation criteria
apply, but it is important to remember that the
white head pattern should be a true white. Often
it appears grey, not desirable.

(3) Yotsushiro (four points of white)
A Hagashiro with an additional white dorsal fin.

Again, appreciation of Yotsushiro is essentially
the same as for Hagashiro. These three Karasugoi
are very similar and all are fully scaled koi.

(4) Matsukawabake

With the three Karasugoi varieties above,
Matsukawabake’s lineage can be traced back
to Asagi Magoi. This explains why a red belly
(secondary hi) is quite common on Karasugoi,

it is from the Asagi Magoi line. Matsukawabake
are named for ‘seasonal changes’; their black

and white patterns are quite variable and have
been described as reversing in positions between
summer and winter, although I have not observed
this. However, they are definitely changeable and
tend to become darker with age. The most easily
recognisable distribution of black and white on

a Matsukawabake includes black over the nose,

around the head and along the top of each gill
plate (see photo 1). Motoguro (black pectoral fin
joints) are common. The shoulder and dorsal areas
tend to carry a high proportion of white skin with
the tail area largely black. However patterns on
Matsukawabake are almost infinitely variable
(confusing for hobbyists, see photos 9-14) and
like Showa, black (sumi) often appears in some
areas as unfinished but very interesting. As long

patterns are very variable on
this type of koi (photo 17).
Very dense, lustrous sumi is an

as finished, visible sumi is
absolutely solid and very high
quality, the reticulated, unfinished sumi is viewed
as part of the truly fascinating patterns these koi
carry. If present, solid white areas should look
snow white. Matsukawabake can appear truly
stunning, even more so if they carry gin-rin
scaling (see photo 2).

(5) Suminagashi

Essentially a ‘black and white’ Asagi in appearance
(see photo 6), Suminagashi are incredibly rare

koi. They differ from a Shiro Matsuba in that

they have a black and white tracery on the head,
whereas a Matsuba has a completely clean head.
A true Suminagashi has full black and white
reticulation all over the body, but generally they
will carry areas with some solid sumi patterns and
are essentially still Matsukawake.

(6) Kumonryu

Perhaps the most desirable and well recognised
of the Karasugoi, Kumonryu are always

doitsu (photo 15) and for an AKA show would
be classified as non-metallic doitsu. Either
kagamigoi (at most four rows of scales including
one at each lateral line) or kawagoi—practically
scale less, Kumonryu are named after dragon
paintings because of the preferred wavy sumi
patterns between dorsal and lateral lines, rather
like the hi patterns of a Hana Shusui (photo 16).
However, this favoured arrangement of sumi

is the exception rather than the rule and sumi

appreciation criterion and edges
of the patterns should look knife-like: absolutely
clean cut. White skin, where it appears should
look snow-white (compare photos 18, 19 and 20).
Unfortunately a grey or slightly brownish head
is all too common for Kumonryu and detracts
from their impressiveness - particularly since the
head is often white alone with no sumi patterns.
Kumonryu are slow growing and large examples,
even today, are rare. As for other Karasugoi,
the extent of sumi tends to increase with age
and a once beautifully patterned Kumonryu
can end up almost completely black, a rarely
reversible change (photos 21, 22 and 23). In
more recent years the Beni Kumonryu has made
an appearance, with red patterns alongside or
completely replacing the white areas (photo
24). This very attractive koi is thought to have
been developed by crossing Kumonryu with
Kikusui (doitsu Hariwake Ogon). The cross can
(supposedly) result in either Kin-Ki-Kokuryu
(metallic koi) or the non-metallic Beni Kumonryu.
However, I am not sure if anyone in Australia
has attempted this cross although other pairings,
(for example Kumonryu and Kohaku), have been
experimented with and found very disappointing
with respect to producing Beni Kumonryu. Still a
work in progress! ll
